Assessment and Remediation Plan

Identify student performance with respect to standards/learning target.
· Criteria are well defined and reflect the depth of understanding stated in the indicated standards/targets from the learning segment.

· The analysis focuses on patterns of student errors, skills, and understandings in relation to standards and learning targets.  The analysis uses these patterns to understand student thinking.

· The analysis is supported by work samples and the summary of learning.  Specific patterns are identified for individuals or subgroup(s) in addition to the whole class.

Plan for next step instruction for assessment data of what the students know and can do.
· Next steps follow from an accurate analysis of student learning and aim at improving student understanding of important features of the standards/learning targets.

· Next steps focus on improving student performance through targeted support to individuals and groups to address specific identified needs.

· Next steps are based on whole class patterns of performance and some patterns for individuals and/or subgroups and are described in sufficient detail to understand them.

First Step
1. Collect a sufficient number of student computation samples for each type of problem you are interested in (at least 3 to 5 samples for each type of problem).  Review the student work and look for what is the same and different in the incorrect responses.  Also look for examples of "exceptions" to an apparent pattern (accurate "exceptions" may indicate that the student has partial understanding of the procedure or of a basic concept).

2. List the students that have common errors and try to identify a support or instruction that will help correct this misconception.

Second Step
1. As the student work through the remediation plan, encourage him/her to talk aloud about what they are doing. Do not cue the student in any way.  Review the responses and look for patterns among common problem types that will give clues of the students’ thinking that is causing the error pattern.

2. List in simple words the patterns you discover, then write beside each
pattern why you think it is causing the student problems.

Third Step
1. Interview the individual students’ that still are making errors.  Ask him or her to explain how she solved the problem. Hearing what a student was thinking can help you confirm suspected error patterns and how they are impacting your student's success.
2. Discuss an individual plan for correcting these errors.

Provide student feedback to guide further learning and encourage student to take ownership of his or her own learning.
· Specific and accurate feedback helps the student understand what s/he did well, and provides guidance for improvement.
· Candidate describes how students will use feedback to improve their work or their understanding.
